Day 3 (1/3/12) – After breakfast visit Tacugama Chimpanzee Sanctuary to witness  the feeding of 
the orphan chimps and drive though charlotte to see the waterfalls before depart for Banana Island 
via Kent beach where a boat will be standby to take you to the Island to experience a perfect local 
community setting of the former slave island and home to some Krios. Overnight at Banana Island 
Guest House (FB). 

 

Day 4 (2/3/12) – Hiking to Rickette Village on the narrow path in the sparce forest and return by 
boat for check out  before transfer to Kent beach where you will drive off to visit Tombo Fishing 
village and Mama beach where local fishermen fish for their survival and later continue for lunch at 
Eden Park, an exotic resort nearby.
